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Act Approving The Confession Of Faith

Assembly at Edinburgh, August 27, 1647. Sess. 23.

A Confession of Faith for the Kirks of God in the three kingdoms, being the
chiefest part of that uniformity in religion, which by the Solemn League and
Covenant, we are bound to endeavour: And there being accordingly a
Confession of Faith agreed upon by the Assembly of Divines dtting at
Westminster, with the assistance of Commissioners from the Kirk of Scotland;
which Confesson was sent from our Commissioners at London to the
Commissioners of the Kirk met at Edinburgh in January last, and hath been in
this Assembly twice publicly read over, examined, and considered; copies
thereof being also printed, that it might be particularly perused by all the
members of this Assembly, unto whom frequent intimation was publicly made,
to put in their doubts and objections, if they had any: And the said
Confession being, upon due examination thereof, found by the Assembly to be
most agreeable to the Word of God, and in nothing contrary to the received
doctrine, worship, discipline, and government of this Kirk. And, lastly, It
being so necessary, and so much longed for, that the said Confession be,
with all possible diligence and expedition, approved and established in both
kingdoms, as a principal part of the intended uniformity in religion, and as
a special means for the more effectual suppressing of the many dangerous
erors and heresies of these times, the General Assembly doth therefore,
after mature ddiberation, agree unto, and approve the said Confesson, as
to the truth of the matter (judging it to be most orthodox, and grounded
upon the Word of God); and also, as to the point of uniformity, agreeing for
our part, that it be a common Confession of Faith for the three kingdoms.
The Assembly doth also bless the Lord, and thankfully acknowledge his great
mercy, in that so excellent a Confession of Faith is prepared, and thus far
agreed upon in both kingdoms; which we look upon as a great strengthening of
the true Reformed religion against the common enemies thereof. But, lest our
intention and meaning be in some particulars misunderstood, it is hereby
expressly declared and provided, That the not mentioning in this Confession
the several sorts of ecclesiastical officers and assemblies, shall be no
pregjudice to the truth of Christ in these particulars, to be expressed fully
in the Directory of Government. It is further declared, That the Assembly
understandeth some parts of the second article of the thirty-one chapter
only of kirks not settled, or congtituted in point of government: And that
although, in such kirks, a synod of Ministers, and other fit persons, may be
caled by the Magistrate's authority and nomination, without any other call,
to consult and advise with about matters of religion; and athough,
likewise, the Ministers of Christ, without delegation from their churches,
may of themselves, and by virtue of their office, meet together synodically
in such kirks not yet congtituted, yet neither of these ought to be done in
kirks congtituted and settled; it being always free to the Magistrate to
advise the synods of Ministers and Ruling Elders, meeting upon delegation
from their churches, either ordinarily, or, being indicted by his authority,
occasionally, and pro re nata; it being also free to assemble together
synodically, as wdl pro re data as at the ordinary times, upon delegation
from the churches, by the intrinsc power received from Christ, as often as
it is necessary for the good of the Church so to assemble, in case the
Magistrate, to the detriment of the Church, withhold or deny his consent;
the necessity of occasional assemblies being first remonstrate unto him by
humble supplication.

Act anent the Catechisms, Confession of Faith, and Ratification thereof.
AT EDINBURGH, February 7, 1649.

The Edates of Parliament, now presently convened in this second
Session of the second triennial Parliament, by virtue of an Act of
the Committee of Estates, who had power and authority from the last
Parliament for convening the Parliament, having serioudy considered
the Catechisms, viz. the Larger and Shorter ones, with the Confession
of Faith, with three Acts of Approbation thereof by the Commissioners
of the General Assembly, presented unto them by the Commissioners of
the said General Assembly; do ratify and approve the said Catechisms,
Confession of Faith, and Acts of Approbation of the same, produced as
it is; and ordains them to be recorded, published, and practiced.



The Westminster Confession of Faith

Chapter I
Of the Holy Scripture

L. Although the light of nature, and the works of creation and providence do so far manifest the goodness,
wisdom, and power of God, as to leave men unexcusable;! yet are they not sufficient to give that knowledge
of God, and of His will, which is necessary unto salvation.? Therefore it pleased the Lord, at sundry times,
and in divers manners, to reveal Himself, and to declare that His will unto His Church;? and afterwards for
the better preserving and propagating of the truth, and for the more sure establishment and comfort of the
Church against the corruption of the flesh, and the malice of Satan and of the world, to commit the same
wholly unto writing;* which makes the Holy Scripture to be most necessary;’ those former ways of God's
revealing His will unto His people being now ceased.®

II.  Under the name of Holy Scripture, or the Word of God written, are now contained all the books of the
Old and New Testament, which are these:

1 ROM 2:14 For when the Gentiles, which have not the law, do by nature the things contained in the law, these, having not the law, are a law
unto themselves: 15 Which shew the work of the law written in their hearts, their conscience also bearing witness, and their thoughts the mean
while accusing or else excusing one another; 1:19 Because that which may be known of God is manifest in them; for God hath shewed it unto
them. 20 For the invisible things of him from the creation of the world are clearly seen, being understood by the things that are made, even his
eternal power and Godhead; so that they are without excuse. PSA 19:1 The heavens declare the glory of God; and the firmament sheweth his
handiwork. 2 Day unto day uttereth speech, and night unto night sheweth knowledge. 3 There is no speech nor language, where their voice is not
heard. ROM 1:32 Who knowing the judgment of God, that they which commit such things are worthy of death, not only do the same, but have
pleasure in them that do them. 2:1 Therefore thou art inexcusable, O man, whosoever thou art that judgest: for wherein thou judgest another, thou
condemnest thyself; for thou that judgest doest the same things.

21CO 1:21 For after that in the wisdom of God the world by wisdom knew not God, it pleased God by the foolishness of preaching to save them
that believe. 2:13 Which things also we speak, not in the words which man's wisdom teacheth, but which the Holy Ghost teacheth; comparing
spiritual things with spiritual.

III.  The books commonly called Apocrypha, not being of divine inspiration, are no part of the canon of the
Scripture, and therefore are of no authority in the Church of God, nor to be any otherwise approved, or made
use of, than other human writings.?

IV. The authority of the Holy Scripture, for which it ought to be believed, and obeyed, depends not upon
the testimony of any man, or Church; but wholly upon God (who is truth itself) the author thereof: and
therefore it is to be received, because it is the Word of God.?

V. We may be moved and induced by the testimony of the Church to an high and reverent esteem of the
Holy Scripture.! And the heavenliness of the matter, the efficacy of the doctrine, the majesty of the style,
the consent of all the parts, the scope of the whole (which is, to give all glory to God), the full discovery it
makes of the only way of man's salvation, the many other incomparable excellencies, and the entire
perfection thereof, are arguments whereby it does abundantly evidence itself to be the Word of God: yet
notwithstanding, our full persuasion and assurance of the infallible truth and divine authority thereof, is from
the inward work of the Holy Spirit bearing witness by and with the Word in our hearts.!!

VI. The whole counsel of God concerning all things necessary for His own glory, man's salvation, faith
and life, is either expressly set down in Scripture, or by good and necessary consequence may be deduced
from Scripture: unto which nothing at any time is to be added, whether by new revelations of the Spirit, or
traditions of men.!2 Nevertheless, we acknowledge the inward illumination of the Spirit of God to be
necessary for the saving understanding of such things as are revealed in the Word:!? and that there are some
circumstances concerning the worship of God, and government of the Church, common to human actions

and societies, which are to be ordered by the light of nature, and Christian prudence, according to the general
rules of the Word, which are always to be observed.!4

VII. All things in Scripture are not alike plain in themselves, nor alike clear unto all:!5 yet those things
which are necessary to be known, believed, and observed for salvation are so clearly propounded, and
opened in some place of Scripture or other, that not only the learned, but the unlearned, in a due use of the
ordinary means, may attain unto a sufficient understanding of them.!¢

VIII. The Old Testament in Hebrew (which was the native language of the people of God of old), and the
New Testament in Greek (which, at the time of the writing of it, was most generally known to the nations),
being immediately inspired by God, and, by His singular care and providence, kept pure in all ages, are
therefore authentical;!” so as, in all controversies of religion, the Church is finally to appeal unto them.!® But,
because these original tongues are not known to all the people of God, who have right unto, and interest in
the Scriptures, and are commanded, in the fear of God, to read and search them,!” therefore they are to be
translated in to the vulgar language of every nation unto which they come,? that, the Word of God dwelling
plentifully in all, they may worship Him in an acceptable manner;2! and, through patience and comfort of the
Scriptures, may have hope.2?

IX. The infallible rule of interpretation of Scripture is the Scripture itself: and therefore, when there is a
question about the true and full sense of any Scripture (which is not manifold, but one), it must be searched
and known by other places that speak more clearly.?3

X.  The supreme judge by which all controversies of religion are to be determined, and all decrees of
councils, opinions of ancient writers, doctrines of men, and private spirits, are to be examined, and in whose
sentence we are to rest, can be no other but the Holy Spirit speaking in the Scripture.?*

149c0o 11:13 Judge in yourselves: is it comely that a woman pray unto God uncovered? 14 Doth not even nature itself teach you, that, if a man
have long hair, it is a shame unto him?

II.  God has all life,* glory,’° goodness,>! blessedness,’? in and of Himself; and is alone in and unto
Himself all-sufficient, not standing in need of any creatures which He has made,>? nor deriving any glory
from them,>* but only manifesting His own glory in, by, unto, and upon them. He is the alone fountain of all
being, of whom, through whom, and to whom are all things;>> and has most sovereign dominion over them,

In the unity of the Godhead there be three persons, of one substance, power, and eternity: God the
Father, God the Son, and God the Holy Ghost:2 the Father is of none, neither begotten, nor proceeding; the
Son is eternally begotten of the Father;%3 the Holy Ghost eternally proceeding from the Father and the Son.%*

Chapter II1
Of God's Eternal Decree

L. God from all eternity, did, by the most wise and holy counsel of His own will, freely, and
unchangeable ordain whatsoever comes to pass;® yet so, as thereby neither is God the author of sin,%nor is
violence offered to the will of the creatures; nor is the liberty or contingency of second causes taken away,
but rather established.®’

65 EPH 1:11 In whom also we have obtained an inheritance, being predestinated according to the purpose of him who worketh all things after the
counsel of his own will. ROM 11:33 O the depth of the riches both of the wisdom and knowledge of God! how unsearchable are his judgments,
and his ways past finding out! HEB 6:17 Wherein God, willing more abundantly to shew unto the heirs of promise the immutability of his
counsel, confirmed it by an oath. ROM 9:15 For he saith to Moses, I will have mercy on whom I will have mercy, and I will have compassion on
whom I will have compassion. 18 Therefore hath he mercy on whom he will have mercy, and whom he will he hardeneth.

66 JAM 1:13 Let no man say when he is tempted, I am tempted of God: for God cannot be tempted with evil, neither tempteth he any man. 17
Every good gift and every perfect gift is from above, and cometh down from the Father of lights, with whom is no variableness, neither shadow
of turning.

II.  Although God knows whatsoever may or can come to pass upon all supposed conditions;® yet has He
not decreed anything because He foresaw it as future, or as that which would come to pass upon such
conditions.®”

III. By the decree of God, for the manifestation of His glory, some men and angels’ are predestinated unto
everlasting life; and others foreordained to everlasting death.”!

IV. These angels and men, thus predestinated, and foreordained, are particularly and unchangeably
designed, and their number so certain and definite, that it cannot be either increased or diminished.’?

V.  Those of mankind that are predestinated unto life, God, before the foundation of the world was laid,
according to His eternal and immutable purpose, and the secret counsel and good pleasure of His will, has
chosen, in Christ, unto everlasting glory,”® out of His mere free grace and love, without any foresight of
faith, or good works, or perseverance in either of them, or any other thing in the creature, as conditions, or
causes moving Him thereunto;’* and all to the praise of His glorious grace.”>

68 ACT 15:18 Known unto God are all his works from the beginning of the world. 1SA 23:11 Will the men of Keilah deliver me up into his
hand? will Saul come down, as thy servant hath heard? O Lord God of Israel, I beseech thee, tell thy servant. And the Lord said, He will come
down.

Wherefore, they who are elected, being fallen in Adam, are redeemed
by Christ,’¢ are effectually called unto faith in Christ by His Spirit working in due season, are justified,
adopted, sanctified,’”” and kept by His power, through faith, unto salvation.”® Neither are any other redeemed
by Christ, effectually called, justified, adopted, sanctified, and saved, but the elect only.”

VII. The rest of mankind God was pleased, according to the unsearchable counsel of His own will, whereby
He extends or withholds mercy, as He pleases, for the glory of His sovereign power over His creatures, to
pass by; and to ordain them to dishonor and wrath for their sin, to the praised of His glorious justice.®

VIII. The doctrine of this high mystery of predestination is to be handled with special prudence and care 3!
that men, attending the will of God revealed in His Word, and yielding obedience

thereunto, may, from the certainty of their effectual vocation, be assured of their eternal election.®? So shall
this doctrine afford matter of praise, reverence, and admiration of God;® and of humility, diligence, and
abundant consolation to all that sincerely obey the Gospel.?*

Chapter IV
Of Creation

I It pleased God the Father, Son, and Holy Ghost,3> for the manifestation of the glory of His eternal
power, wisdom, and goodness,®¢ in the beginning, to create, or make of nothing, the world, and all things
therein whether visible or invisible, in the space of six days; and all very good.3’

II.  After God had made all other creatures, He created man, male and female,88 with reasonable and
immortal souls,? endued with knowledge, righteousness, and true holiness, after His own image;*° having
the law of God written in their hearts,”! and power to fulfil it;”> and yet under a possibility of transgressing,
being left to the liberty of their own will, which was subject unto change.” Beside this law written in their
hearts, they received a command, not to eat of the tree of the knowledge of good and evil;** which while they
kept, they were happy in their communion with God, and had dominion over the creatures.’

85 HEB 1:2 Hath in these last days spoken unto us by his Son, whom he hath appointed heir of all things, by whom also he made the worlds. JOH
1:2 The same was in the beginning with God. 3 All things were made by him; and without him was not any thing made that was made. GEN 1:2
And the earth was without form, and void; and darkness was upon the face of the deep. And the Spirit of God moved upon the face of the waters.
JOB 26:13 By his spirit he hath garnished the heavens; his hand hath formed the crooked serpent. 33:4 The Spirit of God hath made me, and the
breath of the Almighty hath given me life.

8686 ROM 1:20 For the invisible things of him from the creation of the world are clearly seen, being understood by the things that are made,
even his eternal power and Godhead; so that they are without excuse. JER 10:12 He hath made the earth by his power, he hath established the
world by his wisdom, and hath stretched out the heavens by his discretion. PSA 104:24 O Lord, how manifold are thy works! in wisdom hast
thou made them all: the earth is full of thy riches. 33:5 He loveth righteousness and judgment: the earth is full of the goodness of the Lord. 6 By
the word of the Lord were the heavens made; and all the host of them by the breath of his mouth.

Chapter V

Of Providence

I. God the great Creator of all things does uphold,” direct, dispose, and govern all creatures, actions, and
things,”’ from the greatest even to the least,”® by His most wise and holy providence,” according to His
infallible foreknowledge,'% and the free and immutable counsel of His own will,!0! to the praise of the glory
of His wisdom, power, justice, goodness, and mercy.!02

II.  Although, in relation to the foreknowledge and decree of God, the first Cause, all things come to pass
immutably, and infallibly;! yet, by the same providence, He orders them to fall out, according to the nature
of second causes, either necessarily, freely, or contingently.!04

96 HEB 1:3 Who being the brightness of his glory, and the express image of his person, and upholding all things by the word of his power, when
he had by himself purged our sins, sat down on the right hand of the Majesty on high.

97 DAN 4:34 And at the end of the days I Nebuchadnezzar lifted up mine eyes unto heaven, and mine understanding returned unto me, and I
blessed the most High, and I praised and honoured him that liveth for ever, whose dominion is an everlasting dominion, and his kingdom is from
generation to generation: 35 And all the inhabitants of the earth are reputed as nothing: and he doeth according to his will in the army of heaven,
and among the inhabitants of the earth: and none can stay his hand, or say unto him, What doest thou? PSA 135:6 Whatsoever the Lord pleased,
that did he in heaven, and in earth, in the seas, and all deep places. ACT 17:25 Neither is worshipped with men's hands, as though he needed any
thing, seeing he giveth to all life, and breath, and all things; 26 And hath made of one blood all nations of men for to dwell on all the face of the
earth, and hath determined the times before appointed, and the bounds of their habitation; 27 That they should seek the Lord, if haply they might
feel after him, and find him, though he be not far from every one of us: 28 For in him we live, and move, and have our being; as certain also of
your own poets have said, For we are also his offspring.

II. God, in His ordinary providence, makes use of means, !5 yet is free to work without,!% above,!7 and
against them,!0% at His pleasure.

IV. The almighty power, unsearchable wisdom, and infinite goodness of God so far manifest themselves in
His providence, that it extends itself even to the first fall, and all other sins of angels and men;!%° and that not
by a bare permission,'!? but such as has joined with it a most wise and powerful bounding,''! and otherwise
ordering, and governing of them, in a manifold dispensation, to His own holy ends;!!? yet so, as the
sinfulness thereof proceeds only from the creature, and not from God, who, being most holy and righteous,
neither is nor can be the author or approver of sin.!!3

V.  The most wise, righteous, and gracious God does oftentimes leave, for a season, His own children to
manifold temptations, and the corruption of their own hearts, to chastise them for their former sins, or to
discover unto them the hidden strength of corruption and deceitfulness of their hearts, that they may be

VI. As for those wicked and ungodly men whom God, as a righteous Judge, for former sins, does blind and
harden,!!¢ from them He not only withholds His grace whereby they might have been enlightened in their
understandings, and wrought upon in their hearts;!!” but sometimes also withdraws the gifts which they
had,!!8 and exposes them to such objects as their corruption makes occasion of sin;!! and, withal, gives
them over to their own lusts, the temptations of the world, and the power of Satan,'20 whereby it comes to
pass that they harden themselves, even under those means which God uses for the softening of others.!2!

114 2CH 32:25 But Hezekiah rendered not again according to the benefit done unto him; for his heart was lifted up: therefore there was wrath
upon him, and upon Judah and Jerusalem.

As the providence of God does, in general, reach to all creatures; so, after a most special manner, it
takes care of His Church, and disposes all things to the good thereof.!22

those that believe. AMO 9:8 Behold, the eyes of the Lord God are upon the sinful kingdom, and I will destroy it from off the face of the earth;
saving that I will not utterly destroy the house of Jacob, saith the Lord. 9 For, lo, I will command, and I will sift the house of Israel among all
nations, like as corn is sifted in a sieve, yet shall not the least grain fall upon the earth. ROM 8:28 And we know that all things work together for
good to them that love God, to them who are the called according to his purpose. ISA 43:3 For I am the Lord thy God, the Holy One of Israel, thy
Saviour: I gave Egypt for thy ransom, Ethiopia and Seba for thee. 4 Since thou wast precious in my sight, thou hast been honourable, and I have
loved thee: therefore will I give men for thee, and people for thy life.

Chapter VI
Of the Fall of Man, of Sin, and the Punishment thereof

L. Our first parents, being seduced by the subtilty and temptations of Satan, sinned, in eating the
forbidden fruit.!?3 This their sin, God was pleased, according to His wise and holy counsel, to permit, having
purposed to order it to His own glory.!24

II. By this sin they fell from their original righteousness and communion, with God,'> and so became
dead in sin,'26 and wholly defiled in all the parts and faculties of soul and body.!2’

III. They being the root of all mankind, the guilt of this sin was imputed;'?® and the same death in sin, and
corrupted nature, conveyed to all their posterity descending from them by ordinary generation.!2°

123 GEN 3:13 And the Lord God said unto the woman, What is this that thou hast done? And the woman said, The serpent beguiled me, and I did
eat. 2CO 11:3 But I fear, lest by any means, as the serpent beguiled Eve through his subtilty, so your minds should be corrupted from the
simplicity that is in Christ.

IV. From this original corruption, whereby we are utterly indisposed, disabled, and made opposite to all
good,!3% and wholly inclined to all evil,!3! do proceed all actual transgressions.!32

V.  This corruption of nature, during this life, does remain in those that are regenerated;!33 and although it
be, through Christ, pardoned, and mortified; yet both itself, and all the motions thereof, are truly and
properly sin.!34

VI. Every sin, both original and actual, being a transgression of the righteous law of God, and contrary
thereunto,!35 does in its own nature, bring guilt upon the sinner,!3¢ whereby he is bound over to the wrath of
God,!37 and curse of the law,!38 and so made subject to death,'3* with all miseries spiritual,!* temporal, 4!
and eternal.!#2

so by the righteousness of one the free gift came upon all men unto justification of life. 19 For as by one man's disobedience many were made
sinners, so by the obedience of one shall many be made righteous. 1CO 15:21 For since by man came death, by man came also the resurrection of
the dead.

131 GEN 6:5 And God saw that the wickedness of man was great in the earth, and that every imagination of the thoughts of his heart was only
evil continually. 8:21 And the Lord smelled a sweet savour; and the Lord said in his heart, I will not again curse the ground any more for man's
sake; for the imagination of man's heart is evil from his youth; neither will I again smite any more every thing living, as I have done. ROM 3:10
As it is written, There is none righteous, no, not one: 11 There is none that understandeth, there is none that seeketh after God. 12 They are all
gone out of the way, they are together become unprofitable; there is none that doeth good, no, not one.

132 JAM 1:14 But every man is tempted, when he is drawn away of his own lust, and enticed. 15 Then when lust hath conceived, it bringeth forth
sin: and sin, when it is finished, bringeth forth death. EPH 2:2 Wherein in time past ye walked according to the course of this world, according to
the prince of the power of the air, the spirit that now worketh in the children of disobedience: 3 Among whom also we all had our conversation in
times past in the lusts of our flesh, fulfilling the desires of the flesh and of the mind; and were by nature the children of wrath, even as others.
MAT 15:19 For out of the heart proceed evil thoughts, murders, adulteries, fornications, thefts, false witness, blasphemies.

133 1JO 1:8 If we say that we have no sin, we deceive ourselves, and the truth is not in us. 10 If we say that we have not sinned, we make him a
liar, and his word is not in us. ROM 7:14 For we know that the law is spiritual: but I am carnal, sold under sin. 17 Now then it is no more I that
do it, but sin that dwelleth in me. 18 For I know that in me(that is, in my flesh,) dwelleth no good thing: for to will is present with me; but how to
perform that which is good I find not. 23 But I see another law in my members, warring against the law of my mind, and bringing me into
captivity to the law of sin which is in my members. JAM 3:2 For in many things we offend all. If any man offend not in word, the same is a
perfect man, and able also to bridle the whole body. PRO 20:9 Who can say, I have made my heart clean, I am pure from my sin? ECC 7:20 For
there is not a just man upon earth, that doeth good, and sinneth not.

134ROM 7:5 For when we were in the flesh, the motions of sins, which were by the law, did work in our members to bring forth fruit unto death.
7 What shall we say then? Is the law sin? God forbid. Nay, I had not known sin, but by the law: for I had not known lust, except the law had said,
Thou shalt not covet. 8 But sin, taking occasion by the commandment, wrought in me all manner of concupiscence. For without the law sin was
dead. 25 I thank God through Jesus Christ our Lord. So then with the mind I myself serve the law of God; but with the flesh the law of sin. GAL
5:17 For the flesh lusteth against the Spirit, and the Spirit against the flesh: and these are contrary the one to the other: so that ye cannot do the
things that ye would.

135 1J0 3:4 Whosoever committeth sin transgresseth also the law: for sin is the transgression of the law.

136 ROM 2:15 Which shew the work of the law written in their hearts, their conscience also bearing witness, and their thoughts the mean while
accusing or else excusing one another. ROM 3:9 What then? are we better than they? No, in no wise: for we have before proved both Jews and
Gentiles, that they are all under sin. 19 Now we know that what things soever the law saith, it saith to them who are under the law: that every
mouth may be stopped, and all the world may become guilty before God.

137 EPH 2:3 Among whom also we all had our conversation in times past in the lusts of our flesh, fulfilling the desires of the flesh and of the
mind; and were by nature the children of wrath, even as others.

138 GAL 3:10 For as many as are of the works of the law are under the curse: for it is written, Cursed is every one that continueth not in all
things which are written in the book of the law to do them.

139 ROM 6:23 For the wages of sin is death; but the gift of God is eternal life through Jesus Christ our Lord.

142 MAT 25:41 Then shall he say also unto them on the left hand, Depart from me, ye cursed, into everlasting fire, prepared for the devil and his
angels. 2TH 1:9 Who shall be punished with everlasting destruction from the presence of the Lord, and from the glory of his power.

Chapter VII
Of God's Covenant with Man

L. The distance between God and the creature is go great, that although reasonable creatures do owe
obedience unto Him as their Creator, yet they could never have any fruition of Him as their blessedness and
reward, but by some voluntary condescension on God's part, which He has been pleased to express by way of
covenant.!43

II.  The first covenant made with man was a covenant of works,!* wherein life was promised to Adam;
and in him to his posterity,!* upon condition of perfect and personal obedience.!4

III. Man, by his fall, having made himself incapable of life by that covenant, the Lord was pleased to make
a second,'#” commonly called the covenant of grace; wherein He freely offers unto sinners life and salvation

143 ISA 40:13 Who hath directed the Spirit of the Lord, or being his counseller hath taught him? 14 With whom took he counsel, and who
instructed him, and taught him in the path of judgment, and taught him knowledge, and shewed to him the way of understanding? 15 Behold, the
nations are as a drop of a bucket, and are counted as the small dust of the balance: behold, he taketh up the isles as a very little thing. 16 And
Lebanon is not sufficient to burn, nor the beasts thereof sufficient for a burnt offering. 17 All nations before him are as nothing; and they are
counted to him less than nothing, and vanity. JOB 9:32 For he is not a man, as I am, that I should answer him, and we should come together in
judgment. 33 Neither is there any daysman betwixt us, that might lay his hand upon us both. 1SA 2:25 If one man sin against another, the judge
shall judge him: but if a man sin against the Lord, who shall intreat for him? Notwithstanding they hearkened not unto the voice of their father,
because the Lord would slay them. PSA 113:5 Who is like unto the Lord our God, who dwelleth on high, 6 Who humbleth himself to behold the
things that are in heaven, and in the earth! PSA 100:2 Serve the Lord with gladness: come before his presence with singing. 3 Know ye that the
Lord he is God: it is he that hath made us, and not we ourselves; we are his people, and the sheep of his pasture. JOB 22:2 Can a man be
profitable unto God, as he that is wise may be profitable unto himself? 3 Is it any pleasure to the Almighty, that thou art righteous? or is it gain to
him that thou makest thy ways perfect? JOB 35:7 If thou be righteous, what givest thou him? or what receiveth he of thine hand? 8 Thy
wickedness may hurt a man as thou art; and thy righteousness may profit the son of man. LUK 17:10 So likewise ye, when ye shall have done all
those things which are commanded you, say, We are unprofitable servants: we have done that which was our duty to do. ACT 17:24 God that
made the world and all things therein, seeing that he is Lord of heaven and earth, dwelleth not in temples made with hands; 25 Neither is
worshipped with men's hands, as though he needed any thing, seeing he giveth to all life, and breath, and all things.

144 GAL 3:12 And the law is not of faith: but, The man that doeth them shall live in them.

145 ROM 10:5 For Moses describeth the righteousness which is of the law, That the man which doeth those things shall live by them. ROM 5:12
Wherefore, as by one man sin entered into the world, and death by sin; and so death passed upon all men, for that all have sinned: 13 (For until
the law sin was in the world: but sin is not imputed when there is no law. 14 Nevertheless death reigned from Adam to Moses, even over them
that had not sinned after the similitude of Adam's transgression, who is the figure of him that was to come. 15 But not as the offence, so also is
the free gift. For if through the offence of one many be dead, much more the grace of God, and the gift by grace, which is by one man, Jesus
Christ, hath abounded unto many. 16 And not as it was by one that sinned, so is the gift: for the judgment was by one to condemnation, but the
free gift is of many offences unto justification. 17 For if by one man's offence death reigned by one; much more they which receive abundance of
grace and of the gift of righteousness shall reign in life by one, Jesus Christ.) 18 Therefore as by the offence of one judgment came upon all men
to condemnation; even so by the righteousness of one the free gift came upon all men unto justification of life. 19 For as by one man's
disobedience many were made sinners, so by the obedience of one shall many be made righteous. 20 Moreover the law entered, that the offence
might abound. But where sin abounded, grace did much more abound.

146 GEN 2:17 But of the tree of the knowledge of good and evil, thou shalt not eat of it: for in the day that thou eatest thereof thou shalt surely
die. GAL 3:10 For as many as are of the works of the law are under the curse: for it is written, Cursed is every one that continueth not in all
things which are written in the book of the law to do them.

147 GAL 3:21 Is the law then against the promises of God? God forbid: for if there had been a law given which could have given life, verily
righteousness should have been by the law. ROM 8:3 For what the law could not do, in that it was weak through the flesh, God sending his own
Son in the likeness of sinful flesh, and for sin, condemned sin in the flesh. ROM 3:20 Therefore by the deeds of the law there shall no flesh be



by Jesus Christ; requiring of them faith in Him, that they may be saved,'#® and promising to give unto all
those that are ordained unto eternal life His Holy Spirit, to make them willing, and able to believe.!

IV. This covenant of grace is frequently set forth in scripture by the name of a testament, in reference to
the death of Jesus Christ the Testator, and to the everlasting inheritance, with all things belonging to it,
therein bequeathed.!>0

V.  This covenant was differently administered in the time of the law, and in the time of the Gospel:!>!
under the law it was administered by promises, prophecies, sacrifices, circumcision, the paschal lamb, and
other types and ordinances delivered to the people of the Jews, all foresignifying Christ to come;!52 which
were, for that time, sufficient and efficacious, through the operation of the Spirit, to instruct and build up the
elect in faith in the promised Messiah,!>3 by whom they had full remission of sins, and eternal salvation; and
is called the Old Testament.!>*

VI.  Under the Gospel, when Christ, the substance,!>> was exhibited, the ordinances in which this covenant
is dispensed are the preaching of the Word, and the administration of the sacraments of Baptism and the

justified in his sight: for by the law is the knowledge of sin. 21 But now the righteousness of God without the law is manifested, being witnessed
by the law and the prophets. GEN 3:15 And I will put enmity between thee and the woman, and between thy seed and her seed; it shall bruise thy
head, and thou shalt bruise his heel. ISA 42:6 I the Lord have called thee in righteousness, and will hold thine hand, and will keep thee, and give

thee for a covenant of the people, for a light of the Gentiles.

148 MAR 16:15 And he said unto them, Go ye into all the world, and preach the gospel to every creature. 16 He that believeth and is baptized
shall be saved; but he that believeth not shall be damned. JOH 3:16 For God so loved the world, that he gave his only begotten Son, that
whosoever believeth in him should not perish, but have everlasting life. ROM 10:6 But the righteousness which is of faith speaketh on this wise,
Say not in thine heart, Who shall ascend into heaven? (that is, to bring Christ down from above:) 9 That if thou shalt confess with thy mouth the
Lord Jesus, and shalt believe in thine heart that God hath raised him from the dead, thou shalt be saved. GAL 3:11 But that no man is justified by
the law in the sight of God, it is evident: for, The just shall live by faith.

149 EZE 36:26 A new heart also will I give you, and a new spirit will I put within you: and I will take away the stony heart out of your flesh, and
I will give you an heart of flesh. 27 And I will put my spirit within you, and cause you to walk in my statutes, and ye shall keep my judgments,
and do them. JOH 6:44 No man can come to me, except the Father which hath sent me draw him: and I will raise him up at the last day. 45 It is
written in the prophets, And they shall be all taught of God. Every man therefore that hath heard, and hath learned of the Father, cometh unto me.

150 HEB 9:15 And for this cause he is the mediator of the new testament, that by means of death, for the redemption of the transgressions that
were under the first testament, they which are called might receive the promise of eternal inheritance. 16 For where a testament is, there must also
of necessity be the death of the testator. 17 For a testament is of force after men are dead: otherwise it is of no strength at all while the testator
liveth. HEB 7:22 By so much was Jesus made a surety of a better testament. LUK 22:20 Likewise also the cup after supper, saying, This cup is
the new testament in my blood, which is shed for you. 1CO 11:25 After the same manner also he took the cup, when he had supped, saying, This
cup is the new testament in my blood: this do ye, as oft as ye drink it, in remembrance of me.

151 2CO 3:6 Who also hath made us able ministers of the new testament; not of the letter, but of the spirit: for the letter killeth, but the spirit
giveth life. 7 But if the ministration of death, written and engraven in stones, was glorious, so that the children of Israel could not stedfastly
behold the face of Moses for the glory of his countenance; which glory was to be done away: 8 How shall not the ministration of the spirit be
rather glorious? 9 For if the ministration of condemnation be glory, much more doth the ministration of righteousness exceed in glory.

152 SEE HEB 8-10, ROM 4:11 And he received the sign of circumcision, a seal of the righteousness of the faith which he had yet being
uncircumcised: that he might be the father of all them that believe, though they be not circumcised; that righteousness might be imputed unto
them also. COL 2:11 In whom also ye are circumcised with the circumcision made without hands, in putting off the body of the sins of the flesh
by the circumcision of Christ: 12 Buried with him in baptism, wherein also ye are risen with him through the faith of the operation of God, who
hath raised him from the dead. 1CO 5:7 Purge out therefore the old leaven, that ye may be a new lump, as ye are unleavened. For even Christ our
passover is sacrificed for us.

153 1co 10:1 Moreover, brethren, I would not that ye should be ignorant, how that all our fathers were under the cloud, and all passed through
the sea; 2 And were all baptized unto Moses in the cloud and in the sea; 3 And did all eat the same spiritual meat; 4 And did all drink the same
spiritual drink: for they drank of that spiritual Rock that followed them: and that Rock was Christ. HEB 11:13 These all died in faith, not having
received the promises, but having seen them afar off, and were persuaded of them, and embraced them, and confessed that they were strangers
and pilgrims on the earth. JOH 8:56 Your father Abraham rejoiced to see my day: and he saw it, and was glad.

154 GAL 3:7 Know ye therefore that they which are of faith, the same are the children of Abraham. 8 And the scripture, foreseeing that God
would justify the heathen through faith, preached before the gospel unto Abraham, saying, In thee shall all nations be blessed. 9 So then they
which be of faith are blessed with faithful Abraham. 14 That the blessing of Abraham might come on the Gentiles through Jesus Christ; that we
might receive the promise of the Spirit through faith.

155 COL 2:17 Which are a shadow of things to come; but the body is of Christ.



Lord's Supper:13¢ which, though fewer in number, and administered with more simplicity, and less outward
glory, yet, in them, it is held forth in more fullness, evidence, and spiritual efficacy,'>’ to all nations, both
Jews and Gentiles;!5® and is called the New Testament.!>® There are not therefore two covenants of grace,
differing in substance, but one and the same, under various dispensations.!60

156 MAT 28:19 Go ye therefore, and teach all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Ghost: 20
Teaching them to observe all things whatsoever I have commanded you: and, lo, I am with you alway, even unto the end of the world. Amen.
1CO 11:23 For I have received of the Lord that which also I delivered unto you, That the Lord Jesus the same night in which he was betrayed
took bread: 24 And when he had given thanks, he brake it, and said, Take, eat: this is my body, which is broken for you: this do in remembrance
of me. 25 After the same manner also he took the cup, when he had supped, saying, This cup is the new testament in my blood: this do ye, as oft
as ye drink it, in remembrance of me.

157 HEB 12:22 But ye are come unto mount Sion, and unto the city of the living God, the heavenly Jerusalem, and to an innumerable company
of angels, 23 To the general assembly and church of the firstborn, which are written in heaven, and to God the Judge of all, and to the spirits of
just men made perfect, 24 And to Jesus the mediator of the new covenant, and to the blood of sprinkling, that speaketh better things than that of
Abel. 25 See that ye refuse not him that speaketh. For if they escaped not who refused him that spake on earth, much more shall not we escape, if
we turn away from him that speaketh from heaven: 26 Whose voice then shook the earth: but now he hath promised, saying, Yet once more I
shake not the earth only, but also heaven. 27 And this word, Yet once more, signifieth the removing of those things that are shaken, as of things
that are made, that those things which cannot be shaken may remain. JER 31:33 But this shall be the covenant that I will make with the house of
Israel; After those days, saith the Lord, I will put my law in their inward parts, and write it in their hearts; and will be their God, and they shall be
my people. 34 And they shall teach no more every man his neighbour, and every man his brother, saying, Know the Lord: for they shall all know
me, from the least of them unto the greatest of them, saith the Lord; for I will forgive their iniquity, and I will remember their sin no more.

158 MAT 28:19 Go ye therefore, and teach all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Ghost. EPH

Abraham believed God, and it was counted unto him for
righteousness. 6 Even as David also describeth the blessedness of the man, unto whom God imputeth righteousness without works. 16 Therefore
it is of faith, that it might be by grace; to the end the promise might be sure to all the seed; not to that only which is of the law, but to that also
which is of the faith of Abraham; who is the father of us all, 17 (As it is written, I have made thee a father of many nations,) before him whom he
believed, even God, who quickeneth the dead, and calleth those things which be not as though they were. 23 Now it was not written for his sake
alone, that it was imputed to him; 24 But for us also, to whom it shall be imputed, if we believe on him that raised up Jesus our Lord from the
dead. HEB 13:8 Jesus Christ the same yesterday, and to day, and for ever.

Chapter VIII
Of Christ the Mediator

L. It pleased God, in His eternal purpose, to choose and ordain the Lord Jesus, His only begotten Son, to
be the Mediator between God and man,!¢! the Prophet,!62 Priest,'6 and King,!%* the Head and Savior of His

161 1SA 42:1 Behold my servant, whom I uphold; mine elect, in whom my soul delighteth; I have put my spirit upon him: he shall bring forth
judgment to the Gentiles. 1PE 1:19 But with the precious blood of Christ, as of a lamb without blemish and without spot: 20 Who verily was
foreordained before the foundation of the world, but was manifest in these last times for you. JOH 3:16 For God so loved the world, that he gave
his only begotten Son, that whosoever believeth in him should not perish, but have everlasting life. 1TI 2:5 For there is one God, and one
mediator between God and men, the man Christ Jesus.

162 ACT 3:22 For Moses truly said unto the fathers, A prophet shall the Lord your God raise up unto you of your brethren, like unto me; him
shall ye hear in all things whatsoever he shall say unto you.

163 HEB 5:5 So also Christ glorified not himself to be made an high priest; but he that said unto him, Thou art my Son, to day have I begotten
thee. 6 As he saith also in another place, Thou art a priest for ever after the order of Melchisedec.



Church, !9 the Heir of all things,!% and Judge of the world:!%7 unto whom He did from all eternity give a
people, to be His seed,'® and to be by Him in time redeemed, called, justified, sanctified, and glorified.!®°

II.  The Son of God, the second person of the Trinity, being very and eternal God, of one substance and
equal with the Father, did, when the fullness of time was come, take upon Him man's nature,!’? with all the
essential properties, and common infirmities thereof, yet without sin;!”! being conceived by the power of the
Holy Ghost, in the womb of the virgin Mary, of her substance.!’2 So that two whole, perfect, and distinct
natures, the Godhead and the manhood, were inseparably joined together in one person, without conversion,
composition, or confusion.!”3 Which person is very God, and very man, yet one Christ, the only Mediator
between God and man.!7#

III. The Lord Jesus, in His human nature thus united to the divine, was sanctified, and anointed with the
Holy Spirit, above measure,!”> having in Him all the treasures of wisdom and knowledge;!® in whom it

164 pSA 2:6 Yet have I set my king upon my holy hill of Zion. LUK 1:33 And he shall reign over the house of Jacob for ever; and of his
kingdom there shall be no end.

165 EPH 5:23 For the husband is the head of the wife, even as Christ is the head of the church: and he is the saviour of the body.
166 HEB 1:2 Hath in these last days spoken unto us by his Son, whom he hath appointed heir of all things, by whom also he made the worlds.

167 ACT 17:31 Because he hath appointed a day, in the which he will judge the world in righteousness by that man whom he hath ordained;

71 HEB 2:14 Forasmuch then as the children are partakers of flesh and blood, he also himself likewise took part of the same; that through death
he might destroy him that had the power of death, that is, the devil. 16 For verily he took not on him the nature of angels; but he took on him the
seed of Abraham. 17 Wherefore in all things it behoved him to be made like unto his brethren, that he might be a merciful and faithful high priest
in things pertaining to God, to make reconciliation for the sins of the people. 4:15 For we have not an high priest which cannot be touched with
the feeling of our infirmities; but was in all points tempted like as we are, yet without sin.

Christ, in the work of mediation, acts according to both natures, by each nature doing that which is
proper to itself;!97 yet, by reason of the unity of the person, that which is proper to one nature is sometimes
in Scripture attributed to the person denominated by the other nature.!?3

Chapter IX
Of Free Will
L. God has endued the will of man with that natural liberty, that is neither forced, nor, by any absolute
necessity of nature, determined good, or evil.204

II.  Man, in his state of innocency, had freedom, and power to will and to do that which was good and well
pleasing to God;205 but yet, mutably, so that he might fall from it.20¢

204 MAT 17:12 But I say unto you, That Elias is come already, and they knew him not, but have done unto him whatsoever they listed. Likewise
shall also the Son of man suffer of them. JAM 1:14 But every man is tempted, when he is drawn away of his own lust, and enticed. DEU 30:19 I
call heaven and earth to record this day against you, that I have set before you life and death, blessing and cursing; therefore choose life, that both
thou and thy seed may live.

205 Ecc 7:29 Lo, this only have I found, that God hath made man upright; but they have sought out many inventions. GEN 1:26 And God said,
Let us make man in our image, after our likeness: and let them have dominion over the fish of the sea, and over the fowl of the air, and over the
cattle, and over all the earth, and over every creeping thing that creepeth upon the earth.

206 GEN 2:16 And the Lord God commanded the man, saying, Of every tree of the garden thou mayest freely eat: 17 But of the tree of the
knowledge of good and evil, thou shalt not eat of it: for in the day that thou eatest thereof thou shalt surely die.

III.  Man, by his fall into a state of sin, has wholly lost all ability of will to any spiritual good
accompanying salvation:297 so as, a natural man, being altogether averse from that good,?’8 and dead in
sin,209 is not able, by his own strength, to convert himself, or to prepare himself thereunto.2!0

IV.  When God converts a sinner, and translates him into the state of grace, He frees him from his natural
bondage under sin;2!! and, by His grace alone, enables him freely to will and to do that which is spiritually
good;2!2 yet so, as that by reason of his remaining corruption, he does not perfectly, or only, will that which
is good, but does also will that which is evil.2!3

V.  The will of man is made perfectly and immutably free to do good alone in the state of glory only.24

207 ROM 5:6 For when we were yet without strength, in due time Christ died for the ungodly. 8:7 Because the carnal mind is enmity against
God: for it is not subject to the law of God, neither indeed can be. JOH 15:5 I am the vine, ye are the branches: He that abideth in me, and I in
him, the same bringeth forth much fruit: for without me ye can do nothing.

208 ROM 3:10 As it is written, There is none righteous, no, not one. 12 They are all gone out of the way, they are together become unprofitable;

Chapter X
Of Effectual Calling

L All those whom God hath predestinated unto life, and those only, He is pleased, in His appointed time,
effectually to call,2!> by His Word and Spirit,2!¢ out of that state of sin and death, in which they are by nature

II.  This effectual call is of God's free and special grace alone, not from anything at all foreseen in man,223
who is altogether passive therein, until, being quickened and renewed by the Holy Spirit,224 he is thereby
enabled to answer this call, and to embrace the grace offered and conveyed in it.?23

IV. Others, not elected, although they may be called by the ministry of the Word,??° and may have some
common operations of the Spirit,>30 yet they never truly come unto Christ, and therefore cannot be saved:23!
much less can men, not professing the Christian religion, be saved in any other way whatsoever, be they
never so diligent to frame their lives according to the light of nature, and the laws of that religion they do
profess.232 And to assert and maintain that they may, is very pernicious, and to be detested.?33

Chapter XI

Of Justification

L. Those whom God effectually calls, He also freely justifies;23* not by infusing righteousness into them,
but by pardoning their sins, and by accounting and accepting their persons as righteous; not for any thing
wrought in them, or done by them, but for Christ's sake alone; nor by imputing faith itself, the act of
believing, or any other evangelical obedience to them, as their righteousness; but by imputing the obedience

and satisfaction of Christ unto them,?3> they receiving and resting on Him and His righteousness by faith;
which faith they have not of themselves, it is the gift of God.23¢

II.  Faith, thus receiving and resting on Christ and His righteousness, is the alone instrument of
justification:237 yet is it not alone in the person justified, but is ever accompanied with all other saving
graces, and is no dead faith, but works by love.238

III.  Christ, by His obedience and death, did fully discharge the debt of all those that are thus justified, and
did make a proper, real and full satisfaction to His Father's justice in their behalf.2*® Yet, in as much as He

V.  God does continue to forgive the sins of those that are justified;>*’ and although they can never fall
from the sate of justification,?*8 yet they may, by their sins, fall under God's fatherly displeasure, and not
have the light of His countenance restored unto them, until they humble themselves, confess their sins, beg
pardon, and renew their faith and repentance.?+

All those that are justified, God vouchsafes, in and for His only Son Jesus Christ, to make partakers of
the grace of adoption,?! by which they are taken into the number, and enjoy the liberties and privileges of
the children of God,>2 have His name put upon them,?5? receive the spirit of adoption,?3* have access to the
throne of grace with boldness,25 are enabled to cry, Abba, Father,25¢ are pitied,?7 protected,?8 provided
for,25? and chastened by Him as by a Father:2%0 yet never cast off,2! but sealed to the day of redemption;262
and inherit the promises,2? as heirs of everlasting salvation.264

Chapter XIII

Of Sanctification

L. They, who are once effectually called, and regenerated, having a new heart, and a new spirit created in
them, are further sanctified, really and personally, through the virtue of Christ's death and resurrection,?65 by
His Word and Spirit dwelling in them:2% the dominion of the whole body of sin is destroyed,?¢’ and the
several lusts thereof are more and more weakened and mortified;?%% and they more and more quickened and
strengthened in all saving graces,2 to the practice of true holiness, without which no man shall see the
Lord.?70

II.  This sanctification is throughout, in the whole man;2’! yet imperfect in this life, there abiding still
some remnants of corruption in every part;2’> whence arises a continual and irreconcilable war, the flesh
lusting against the Spirit, and the Spirit against the flesh.273

II. In which war, although the remaining corruption, for a time, may much prevail;?’# yet, through the
continual supply of strength from the sanctifying Spirit of Christ, the regenerate part does overcome;?’> and
s0, the saints grow in grace,?’¢ perfecting holiness in the fear of God.2’’

265 1C0 6:11 And such were some of you: but ye are washed, but ye are sanctified, but ye are justified in the name of the Lord Jesus, and by the
Spirit of our God. ACT 20:32 And now, brethren, I commend you to God, and to the word of his grace, which is able to build you up, and to give
you an inheritance among all them which are sanctified. PHI 3:10 That I may know him, and the power of his resurrection, and the fellowship of
his sufferings, being made conformable unto his death; ROM 6:5 For if we have been planted together in the likeness of his death, we shall be
also in the likeness of his resurrection: 6 Knowing this, that our old man is crucified with him, that the body of sin might be destroyed, that
henceforth we should not serve sin.

Chapter XIV
Of Saving Faith

L. The grace of faith, whereby the elect are enabled to believe to the saving of their souls,?’8 is the work
of the Spirit of Christ in their hearts,?’”® and is ordinarily wrought by the ministry of the Word,?° by which
also, and by the administration of the sacraments, and prayer, it is increased and strengthened.?8!

II. By this faith, a Christian believes to be true whatsoever is revealed in the Word, for the authority of
God Himself speaking therein;282 and acts differently upon that which each particular passage thereof
contains; yielding obedience to the commands,?$3trembling at the threatenings,?$* and embracing the
promises of God for this life, and that which is to come.23> But the principal acts of saving faith are
accepting, receiving, and resting upon Christ alone for justification, sanctification, and eternal life, by virtue
of the covenant of grace.28¢

278 HEB 10:39 But we are not of them who draw back unto perdition; but of them that believe to the saving of the soul.

279 2CO 4:13 We having the same spirit of faith, according as it is written, I believed, and therefore have I spoken; we also believe, and therefore
speak. EPH 1:17 That the God of our Lord Jesus Christ, the Father of glory, may give unto you the spirit of wisdom and revelation in the
knowledge of him: 18 The eyes of your understanding being enlightened; that ye may know what is the hope of his calling, and what the riches of
the glory of his inheritance in the saints, 19 And what is the exceeding greatness of his power to usward who believe, according to the working of
his mighty power. 2:8 For by grace are ye saved through faith; and that not of yourselves: it is the gift of God.

280 ROM 10:14 How then shall they call on him in whom they have not believed? and how shall they believe in him of whom they have not
heard? and how shall they hear without a preacher? 17 So then faith cometh by hearing, and hearing by the word of God.

ROM 1:16 For I am not ashamed of the gospel of Christ: for it is the power of God unto salvation to every
one that believeth; to the Jew first, and also to the Greek. 17 For therein is the righteousness of God revealed from faith to faith: as it is written,
The just shall live by faith.

282 JOH 4:42 And said unto the woman, Now we believe, not because of thy saying: for we have heard him ourselves, and know that this is
indeed the Christ, the Saviour of the world. 1TH 2:13 For this cause also thank we God without ceasing, because, when ye received the word of
God which ye heard of us, ye received it not as the word of men, but as it is in truth, the word of God, which effectually worketh also in you that
believe. 1JO 5:10 He that believeth on the Son of God hath the witness in himself: he that believeth not God hath made him a liar; because he
believeth not the record that God gave of his Son.

III. This faith is different in degrees, weak or strong;28” may be often and many ways assailed, and
weakened, but gets the victory:28 growing up in many to the attainment of a full assurance, through
Christ,28 who is both the author and finisher of our faith.2%°

287 HEB 5:13 For every one that useth milk is unskilful in the word of righteousness: for he is a babe. 14 But strong meat belongeth to them that
are of full age, even those who by reason of use have their senses exercised to discern both good and evil. ROM 4:19 And being not weak in
faith, he considered not his own body now dead, when he was about an hundred years old, neither yet the deadness of Sara's womb: 20 He
staggered not at the promise of God through unbelief; but was strong in faith, giving glory to God. MAT 6:30 Wherefore, if God so clothe the
grass of the field, which to day is, and tomorrow is cast into the oven, shall he not much more clothe you, O ye of little faith? MAT 8:10 When
Jesus heard it, he marvelled, and said to them that followed, Verily I say unto you, I have not found so great faith, no, not in Israel.

288 UK 22:31 And the Lord said, Simon, Simon, behold, Satan hath desired to have you, that he may sift you as wheat: 32 But I have prayed
for thee, that thy faith fail not: and when thou art converted, strengthen thy brethren. EPH 6:16 Above all, taking the shield of faith, wherewith ye
shall be able to quench all the fiery darts of the wicked. 1JO 5:4 For whatsoever is born of God overcometh the world: and this is the victory that
overcometh the world, even our faith. 5 Who is he that overcometh the world, but he that believeth that Jesus is the Son of God?

Chapter XV
Of Repentance unto Life

L. Repentance unto life is an evangelical grace,?®! the doctrine whereof is to be preached by every
minister of the Gospel, as well as that of faith in Christ.2

II. By it, a sinner, out of the sight and sense not only of the danger, but also of the filthiness and
odiousness of his sins, as contrary to the holy nature, and righteous law of God; and upon the apprehension
of His mercy in Christ to such as are penitent, so grieves for, and hates his sins, as to turn from them all unto
God,? purposing and endeavouring to walk with Him in all the ways of His commandments.2%*

291 7EC 12:10 And T will pour upon the house of David, and upon the inhabitants of Jerusalem, the spirit of grace and of supplications: and they
shall look upon me whom they have pierced, and they shall mourn for him, as one mourneth for his only son, and shall be in bitterness for him, as
one that is in bitterness for his firstborn. ACT 11:18 When they heard these things, they held their peace, and glorified God, saying, Then hath
God also to the Gentiles granted repentance unto life.

2921 UK 24:47 And that repentance and remission of sins should be preached in his name among all nations, beginning at Jerusalem. MAR 1:15
And saying, The time is fulfilled, and the kingdom of God is at hand: repent ye, and believe the gospel. ACT 20:21 Testifying both to the Jews,
and also to the Greeks, repentance toward God, and faith toward our Lord Jesus Christ.

293 EZE 18:30 Therefore I will judge you, O house of Israel, every one according to his ways, saith the Lord God. Repent, and turn yourselves
from all your transgressions; so iniquity shall not be your ruin. 31 Cast away from you all your transgressions, whereby ye have transgressed; and
make you a new heart and a new spirit: for why will ye die, O house of Israel? 36:31 Then shall ye remember your own evil ways, and your
doings that were not good, and shall lothe yourselves in your own sight for your iniquities and for your abominations. ISA 30:22 Ye shall defile
also the covering of thy graven images of silver, and the ornament of thy molten images of gold: thou shalt cast them away as a menstruous cloth;
thou shalt say unto it, Get thee hence. PSA 51:4 Against thee, thee only, have I sinned, and done this evil in thy sight: that thou mightest be
justified when thou speakest, and be clear when thou judgest. JER 31:18 I have surely heard Ephraim bemoaning himself thus; Thou hast
chastised me, and I was chastised, as a bullock unaccustomed to the yoke: turn thou me, and I shall be turned; for thou art the Lord my God. 19
Surely after that I was turned, I repented; and after that I was instructed, I smote upon my thigh: I was ashamed, yea, even confounded, because I
did bear the reproach of my youth. JOE 2:12 Therefore also now, saith the Lord, turn ye even to me with all your heart, and with fasting, and
with weeping, and with mourning: 13 And rend your heart, and not your garments, and turn unto the Lord your God: for he is gracious and
merciful, slow to anger, and of great kindness, and repenteth him of the evil. AMO 5:15 Hate the evil, and love the good, and establish judgment
in the gate: it may be that the Lord God of hosts will be gracious unto the remnant of Joseph. PSA 119:128 Therefore I esteem all thy precepts
concerning all things to be right; and I hate every false way. 2CO 7:11 For behold this selfsame thing, that ye sorrowed after a godly sort, what
carefulness it wrought in you, yea, what clearing of yourselves, yea, what indignation, yea, what fear, yea, what vehement desire, yea, what zeal,
yea, what revenge! In all things ye have approved yourselves to be clear in this matter.



III.  Although repentance is not to be rested in, as any satisfaction for sin, or any cause of the pardon
thereof,2% which is the act of God's free grace in Christ,2% yet it is of such necessity to all sinners, that none
may expect pardon without it.2%7

IV. As there is no sin so small, but it deserves damnation;2?® so there is no sin so great, that it can bring
damnation upon those who truly repent.2%°

V.  Man ought not to content themselves with a general repentance, but it is every man's duty to endeavour
to repent of his particular sins, particularly.300

VI. Asevery man is bound to make private confession of his sins to God, praying for the pardon
thereof;30! upon which, and the forsaking of them, he shall find mercy;3%2 so, he that scandalizes his brother,
or the Church of Christ, ought to be willing, by a private or public confession, and sorrow for his sin, to
declare his repentance to those that are offended,3%*> who are thereupon to be reconciled to him, and in love to
receive him.304

294 PSA 119:6 Then shall I not be ashamed, when I have respect unto all thy commandments. 59 I thought on my ways, and turned my feet unto
thy testimonies. 106 I have sworn, and I will perform it, that I will keep thy righteous judgments. LUK 1:6 And they were both righteous before
God, walking in all the commandments and ordinances of the Lord blameless. 2KI 23:25 And like unto him was there no king before him, that
turned to the Lord with all his heart, and with all his soul, and with all his might, according to all the law of Moses; neither after him arose there
any like him.

295 EZE 36:31 Then shall ye remember your own evil ways, and your doings that were not good, and shall lothe yourselves in your own sight for
your iniquities and for your abominations. 32 Not for your sakes do I this, saith the Lord God, be it known unto you: be ashamed and confounded
for your own ways, O house of Israel. EZE 16:61 Then thou shalt remember thy ways, and be ashamed, when thou shalt receive thy sisters, thine
elder and thy younger: and I will give them unto thee for daughters, but not by thy covenant. 62 And I will establish my covenant with thee; and
thou shalt know that I am the Lord: 63 That thou mayest remember, and be confounded, and never open thy mouth any more because of thy
shame, when I am pacified toward thee for all that thou hast done, saith the Lord God.

296 HOS 14:2 Take with you words, and turn to the Lord: say unto him, Take away all iniquity, and receive us graciously: so will we render the
calves of our lips. 4 I will heal their backsliding, I will love them freely: for mine anger is turned away from him. ROM 3:24 Being justified
freely by his grace through the redemption that is in Christ Jesus. EPH 1:7 In whom we have redemption through his blood, the forgiveness of
sins, according to the riches of his grace.

29T LUK 13:3 1 tell you, Nay: but, except ye repent, ye shall all likewise perish. ACT 17:30 And the times of this ignorance God winked at; but
now commandeth all men every where to repent: 31 Because he hath appointed a day, in the which he will judge the world in righteousness by
that man whom he hath ordained; whereof he hath given assurance unto all men, in that he hath raised him from the dead.

298 ROM 6:23 For the wages of sin is death; but the gift of God is eternal life through Jesus Christ our Lord. ROM 5:12 Wherefore, as by one
man sin entered into the world, and death by sin; and so death passed upon all men, for that all have sinned. MAT 12:36 But I say unto you, That
every idle word that men shall speak, they shall give account thereof in the day of judgment.

301 pgA 51:4 Against thee, thee only, have I sinned, and done this evil in thy sight: that thou mightest be justified when thou speakest, and be
clear when thou judgest. 5 Behold, I was shapen in iniquity; and in sin did my mother conceive me. 7 Purge me with hyssop, and I shall be clean:
wash me, and I shall be whiter than snow. 9 Hide thy face from my sins, and blot out all mine iniquities. 14 Deliver me from bloodguiltiness, O
God, thou God of my salvation: and my tongue shall sing aloud of thy righteousness. PSA 32:5 I acknowledged my sin unto thee, and mine
iniquity have I not hid. I said, I will confess my transgressions unto the Lord; and thou forgavest the iniquity of my sin. 6 For this shall every one
that is godly pray unto thee in a time when thou mayest be found: surely in the floods of great waters they shall not come nigh unto him.

JOS 7:19 And
Joshua said unto Achan, My son, give, I pray thee, glory to the Lord God of Israel, and make confession unto him; and tell me now what thou
hast done; hide it not from me. (PSA 51 throughout)

304 20 2:8 Wherefore I beseech you that ye would confirm your love toward him.

Chapter XVI
Of Good Works

I. Good works are only such as God has commanded in His holy Word,3%5 and not such as, without the
warrant thereof, are devised by men, out of blind zeal, or upon any pretence of good intention.306

II.  These good works, done in obedience to God's commandments, are the fruits and evidences of a true
and lively faith:397 and by them believers manifest their thankfulness,?8 strengthen their assurance,’? edify
their brethren,3!? adorn the profession of the Gospel,3!! stop the mouths of the adversaries,3!2 and glorify

305 MIC 6:8 He hath shewed thee, O man, what is good; and what doth the Lord require of thee, but to do justly, and to love mercy, and to walk
humbly with thy God? ROM 12:2 And be not conformed to this world: but be ye transformed by the renewing of your mind, that ye may prove
what is that good, and acceptable, and perfect, will of God. HEB 13:21 Make you perfect in every good work to do his will, working in you that
which is wellpleasing in his sight, through Jesus Christ; to whom be glory for ever and ever. Amen.

306 MAT 15:9 But in vain they do worship me, teaching for doctrines the commandments of men. ISA 29:13 Wherefore the Lord said,
Forasmuch as this people draw near me with their mouth, and with their lips do honour me, but have removed their heart far from me, and their
fear toward me is taught by the precept of men. 1PE 1:18 Forasmuch as ye know that ye were not redeemed with corruptible things, as silver and
gold, from your vain conversation received by tradition from your fathers. ROM 10:2 For I bear them record that they have a zeal of God, but not
according to knowledge. JOH 16:2 They shall put you out of the synagogues: yea, the time cometh, that whosoever killeth you will think that he
doeth God service. 1SA 15:21 But the people took of the spoil, sheep and oxen, the chief of the things which should have been utterly destroyed,
to sacrifice unto the Lord thy God in Gilgal. 22 And Samuel said, Hath the Lord as great delight in burnt offerings and sacrifices, as in obeying
the voice of the Lord? Behold, to obey is better than sacrifice, and to hearken than the fat of rams. 23 For rebellion is as the sin of witchcraft, and
stubbornness is as iniquity and idolatry. Because thou hast rejected the word of the Lord, he hath also rejected thee from being king.

307 JAM 2:18 Yea, a man may say, Thou hast faith, and I have works: shew me thy faith without thy works, and I will shew thee my faith by my
works. 22 Seest thou how faith wrought with his works, and by works was faith made perfect?

308 PSA 116:12 What shall T render unto the Lord for all his benefits toward me? 13 T will take the cup of salvation, and call upon the name of
the Lord. 1PE 2:9 But ye are a chosen generation, a royal priesthood, an holy nation, a peculiar people; that ye should shew forth the praises of
him who hath called you out of darkness into his marvellous light.

2PE 1:5 And beside this, giving all diligence, add to your faith virtue; and to virtue
knowledge; 6 And to knowledge temperance; and to temperance patience; and to patience godliness; 7 And to godliness brotherly kindness; and
to brotherly kindness charity. 8 For if these things be in you, and abound, they make you that ye shall neither be barren nor unfruitful in the
knowledge of our Lord Jesus Christ. 9 But he that lacketh these things is blind, and cannot see afar off, and hath forgotten that he was purged
from his old sins. 10 Wherefore the rather, brethren, give diligence to make your calling and election sure: for if ye do these things, ye shall never
fall.

310 2C0 9:2 For I know the forwardness of your mind, for which I boast of you to them of Macedonia, that Achaia was ready a year ago; and
your zeal hath provoked very many. MAT 5:16 Let your light so shine before men, that they may see your good works, and glorify your Father
which is in heaven.

31T 2:5 To be discreet, chaste, keepers at home, good, obedient to their own husbands, that the word of God be not blasphemed. 9 Exhort
servants to be obedient unto their own masters, and to please them well in all things; not answering again; 10 Not purloining, but shewing all
good fidelity; that they may adorn the doctrine of God our Saviour in all things. 11 For the grace of God that bringeth salvation hath appeared to
all men, 12 Teaching us that, denying ungodliness and worldly lusts, we should live soberly, righteously, and godly, in this present world. 1TI 6:1
Let as many servants as are under the yoke count their own masters worthy of all honour, that the name of God and his doctrine be not
blasphemed.

312 1PE 2:15 For so is the will of God, that with well doing ye may put to silence the ignorance of foolish men.



God,33whose workmanship they are, created in Christ Jesus thereunto,?!4that, having their fruit unto
holiness, they may have the end, eternal life.31>

III. Their ability to do good works is not at all of themselves, but wholly from the Spirit of Christ.3!¢ And
that they may be enabled thereunto, beside the graces they have already received, there is required an actual
influence of the same Holy Spirit, to work in them to will, and to do, of His good pleasure:3!7 yet are they
not hereupon to grow negligent, as if they were not bound to perform any duty unless upon a special motion
of the Spirit; but they ought to be diligent in stirring up the grace of God that is in them.3!8

IV. They who, in their obedience, attain to the greatest height which is possibly in this life, are so far from
being able to supererogate, and to do more than God requires, as that they fall short of much which in duty
they are bound to do.3!°

V.  We cannot by our best works merit pardon of sin, or eternal life at the hand of God, by reason of the

have done all we can, we have done but our duty, and are unprofitable servants:32! and because, as they are
good, they proceed from His Spirit,322 and as they are wrought by us, they are defiled, and mixed with so
much weakness and imperfection, that they cannot endure the severity of God's judgment.323

VI. Notwithstanding, the persons of believers being accepted through Christ, their good works also are
accepted in Him;32* not as though they were in this life wholly unblamable and unreproveable in God's
sight;325 but that He, looking upon them in His Son, is pleased to accept and reward that which is sincere,
although accompanied with many weaknesses and imperfections.326

VII. Works done by unregenerate men, although for the matter of them they may be things which God
commands; and of good use both to themselves and others:327 yet, because they proceed not from an heart
purified by faith;328 nor are done in a right manner, according to the Word;*?° nor to a right end, the glory of

Chapter XVII

Of the Perseverance of the Saints

L. They, whom God has accepted in His Beloved, effectually called, and sanctified by His Spirit, can
neither totally nor finally fall away from the state of grace, but shall certainly persevere therein to the end,
and be eternally saved.?33

II.  This perseverance of the saints depends not upon their own free will, but upon the immutability of the
decree of election, flowing from the free and unchangeable love of God the Father;33* upon the efficacy of

the merit and intercession of Jesus Christ,335 the abiding of the Spirit, and of the seed of God within them,33¢
and the nature of the covenant of grace:337 from all which arises also the certainty and infallibility thereof.338

Chapter X VIII

Of Assurance of Grace and Salvation

L. Although hypocrites and other unregenerate men may vainly deceive themselves with false hopes and
carnal presumptions of being in the favor of God, and estate of salvation3*® (which hope of theirs shall
perish):349 yet such as truly believe in the Lord Jesus, and love Him in sincerity, endeavouring to walk in all
good conscience before Him, may, in this life, be certainly assured that they are in the state of grace,>? and
may rejoice in the hope of the glory of God, which hope shall never make them ashamed.3>!

II.  This certainty is not a bare conjectural and probable persuasion grounded upon a fallible hope;3>2 but
an infallible assurance of faith founded upon the divine truth of the promises of salvation,33 the inward
evidence of those graces unto which these promises are made,3>* the testimony of the Spirit of adoption
witnessing with our spirits that we are the children of God,?5> which Spirit is the earnest of our inheritance,
whereby we are sealed to the day of redemption.3>¢

III.  This infallible assurance does not so belong to the essence of faith, but that a true believer may wait
long, and conflict with many difficulties, before he be partaker of it:337 yet, being enabled by the Spirit to

351 ROM 5:2 By whom also we have access by faith into this grace wherein we stand, and rejoice in hope of the glory of God. 5 And hope
maketh not ashamed; because the love of God is shed abroad in our hearts by the Holy Ghost which is given unto us.

352 HEB 6:11 And we desire that every one of you do shew the same diligence to the full assurance of hope unto the end. 19 Which hope we
have as an anchor of the soul, both sure and stedfast, and which entereth into that within the veil.

18 That by two immutable things, in which it was impossible for God to lie, we might have a strong consolation, who have fled for refuge to lay
hold upon the hope set before us.

10 Wherefore the rather, brethren, give diligence to make your calling and election sure: for if ye do these things, ye shall never fall: 11 For so an
entrance shall be ministered unto you abundantly into the everlasting kingdom of our Lord and Saviour Jesus Christ. 1JO 2:3 And hereby we do
know that we know him, if we keep his commandments. 3:14 We know that we have passed from death unto life, because we love the brethren.
He that loveth not his brother abideth in death. 2CO 1:12 For our rejoicing is this, the testimony of our conscience, that in simplicity and godly
sincerity, not with fleshly wisdom, but by the grace of God, we have had our conversation in the world, and more abundantly to you-ward.
